Nandina domestica 'Compacta' Heavenly bamboo Sun/PS/S Low/Mod 4-5' 2-3' Yellow green White,Sp Red fruit; fall color (red)
Nephrolepis cordifolia Sword fern PS/Shade Mod 2-3' 3-4' Light green Spreads readily
Ribes viburnifolium Evergreen currant PS Low 3-6' 10-12' Dark green Pink,W-Sp Red stems & berries; takes water

All plants are evergreen and are suited to our climate in Oak View. 
All grow at a fast to moderate rate and require little maintenance.
Some are taller and suited to screening.
Others are lower and can serve as ground cover.
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
